Crow


Crows are essentially weak but agressive enemies. They don't deal much damage, but they do have a tendency to hit many times.


They have low hp, which means that using PSI to take them out is a waste.





Recommended Attack: Yoyo


�


Dogs


Dogs are very aggressive and very fast, they inflict more damage than crows.


When they smell you nearby, they will charge at you continuously, unlike crows, dogs will not pause between charges, which makes running from them a bad idea.


However, dogs usually get blinded by rage and simply charge at your scent, which makes them bad for navigating corners and obstactles.





Recommended Attack: PSI Missle or PSI Fire

PSI Balls


These enemies are undefeatable, so you must dodge their PSI attacks. Since they cannot move, it may be a good idea to find cover when they shoot. PSI Shield will also prevent damage.





�


Smilin Spheres


These are somewhat dangerous enemies, they will move about randomly and charge at you ocasonally. They inflict some damage when they charge, but they also periodicaly launch PSI attacks, which will fly both at random directions, and at you. The best strategy is to keep moving and strike as much as possible. When the spheres are nearly finished, they get mad and become faster.





Recommended Attack: PSI Fire or PSI Spreadshot








Sky Enemies:

Blue and Red Eye Puff Clouds


These enemies will simply move at you at a slow speed, but there will be many charging at the same time, so you will need to fire fast or suffer damage.


Red Eye Puff Clouds are slightly stronger than Blue Eye ones.

Angry Clouds


These clouds will move towards you, stop, then release some cloud mites and then resume to move toward you. It may be a good idea to make sure you can defeat them before they release cloud mites, but they take a few shots before they will disperse.

Cloud Mites


These things are basicaly a annoyance rather than a threat. They do not cause much damage, but if you let fly about, they may swarm you in a large group and cause some major damage. Be aware that they only attack from the top, bottom left or right.

The yoyo is the only attack you can use when you have no PP, it will fly from you, then back to you. The power of the yoyo is the weakest of all attacks. 


To cause extra damage, try to shoot the yoyo behind enemies, then have it tear through them when it returns.

This attack launches a missle from you. It doesn't use very much PP.

This attack launches a bolt that explodes into flames when it comes in contact with something. It does a bit more damage then the PSI Missle, but uses more PP.

This attack launches 4 shots from Ness that spread. This attack is very powerful, but uses a lot of PP and isn't very accurate at a distance. Try shooting it right up in an enemy's face for major damage.
