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First of all, thanks for downloading! You probably want to know more about certain items, events, etc. You came to the right place. 





Events





During certain parts of the day, events occur depending on certain factors. 





Anytime





These events could happen at any point in the day. 





Phone calls





Phone calls occur only if you have a phone. For more on this, see Objects.





Disposals





Disposals take care of all unsanitary items in your restaurant. While disposing, you cannot prepare any orders. You can, however, serve cooked/ready orders.





At the end of every 4th day, an inspection occurs from the Board of Health and Safety. If they find that you did not dispose/do dishes/take care of robbers, then there is a good chance you will fail the inspection, costing you $500. So always take care of disposals.





Dishwashing





Do dishes and help keep the place spick and span. Not doing dishes counts against you for inspections. You cannot prepare any orders while doing dishes. You can, however, serve cooked/ready orders.





Repairs





Sometimes, the TV can explode (don't you hate it when that happens?). The repair bar never depletes, so you can make repairs whenever you have time.  Be warned that a broken TV doesn't function...customers will be less patient. So repair it soon. While repairing, you cannot prepare any orders. You can, however, serve cooked/ready orders.





Morning





These events may/do happen when you first open-before noon. 





Newspaper





Sometimes a newspaper is delivered. You can read the latest headlines of the day. If a certain story is of particular intrest to the restaurant, you can read the whole article.





Noon





Noon is a busy lunch hour. Events also occur during this time...so plan accordingly!





Mail





The mailman comes around noon to deliver the day's mail. Sometimes its just bills...up to $35. And sometimes its reimbursements/payments up to $35! You can make a few/lose a few bucks with the mail. You will not be penalized for not accepting mail.


When you do take the mail, the mailman just might check out the candy display...if you have one.





Afternoon / Dusk





Here's where the game gets busy. Get ready!





Buffet Hours





At 5:00 PM (shortly after the afternoon starts) you can open the buffet. 





Evening





Things pick up, and a steady flow of buffet customers come in...if you have a buffet, that is.





Armed Robbery





Sometimes a robber could enter your store! He will take around $200 and run off. Your cashier should activate the alarm. From there, its up to you.


A robbery bar will appear. By pressing it, you will be able to chase the robber before he gets to his getaway car by pressing the right arrow key as fast as possible. Not catching him will take away any money he stole for good. But catching him will get you back the money...not to mention anything else in his pockets. It takes a while to catch him, and you cannot prepare foods while you do (serving food is possible, of course).


Choosing not to even go after the robber (i.e. not pressing the robbery bar) results in failure of the next inspection, no matter what. So go after the guy!





Nighttime





The restaurant should slow down about now...time to get ready to close.





Package delivery





Sometimes you may recieve a package from your family. It might be a nice picture to hang up on the wall. Or, better yet, a nice gift of $200! 


Always accept packages. They are always good.











Objects





What to buy? When to buy? Should you buy? Lets get a breakdown of each subject.





Food Expansion





Food expansion is the most important area in the game. You should definitely spend your money here. 





Beer & Pizza Surplus





When you start the game, you will have aquired some objects, including the ingredients for beer and pizza. A good source of income, but it definitely can't support the restaurant by itself. Thats what the next 3 upgrades are for!





Sandwich & Nachos Surplus





Buying this item increases your income! Now you can serve nachos and sandwiches in your restaurant. In my opinion, this should be your first upgrade/purchase. You should be able to get it within a couple of days with the $2,450 you start out with.





Steak & Soups Surplus





You should definitely uppgrade to soup and steaks as soon as possible. This, in conjunction with the rest of your menu, should dramatically increase income. 





Buffet Service





You can buy a buffet table and run it for $2,500. Around evening time you will be queried as to whether or not you want to open the buffet that day. The cost to do so is $100.


So, when should you not open the buffet? Perhaps when your low on cash. Each customer pays $15, and come quite frequently. Its up to you. 





Safety Products





Safety should be your number one priority...after income, that is. Each 4 day inspection looks at whether or not you attended all disposals, robberies and dishwashing. Not passing costs a huge $500! 





First Aid Kit





You should buy this once you upgrade your menu (food expansion) to the max. It doesn't cost too much, and helps you pass inspections.





Fire Sprinkler System





If your having serious problems passing inspections, get this. Its quite expensive, but helps with inspections. Use as a last resort.





Extra Income





You can set up some displays by the register to earn some extra dollars.





Candy Display





The candy display costs quite a bit ($250) and serves average customers, plus the mailman. Those avg. customers will pass by the stand, and may choose to buy a $5 candy. Sometimes they do...sometimes they don't.


An avg. customer is one who recieved an average order (blue border).





Tip Jar





Perfect customers may feel the need to tip when they pass by this jar. At only $50, you should purchase this immediately. Tips recieved are usually $5.


A perfect customer is one who recieved a perfect order (gold bar). 





Electronics





These items are not necessary, but may help you in running the restaurant.





Radio w/speakers





The restaurant already has some speakers installed, with jazz hits playing during the day. 





TV





The TV isn't too important at first, until you upgrade your menu to the max. The TV allows customers to wait more patiently for their orders to be prepared. This is very helpful when you have 3-6 customers at a time. Definitely recommended later on in the game. 


Sometimes the TV will explode, and requires repairs. Repairs are $15.





Phone





A phone allows customers to call you during the day. You usually recieve 5 calls a day, during different times.


Sometimes customers call to help you...donating as much as $100! Easy money! But then, some irate customers will call demanding their money back for some stupid reason, taking away as much as $70. Ouch.


The fact is, all of the calls are random. Every time you pick up that phone, your essentially gambling. You could lose up to $350 in one day. (Or, or course, earn $500 a day).


My advice: answer the phone once a day. That way, you will keep any losses at a minimum.





Unlockables





Here you can buy origins, gameographies & Arcade Mode. This section does not appear until you save the restaurant from debt (thus beating the game).
